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Project SIT Bench Proposals
Galveston, TX. April 29, 2016 - Artist Boat is issuing a call for design proposals for 33 benches along the seawall. Project SIT (Seawall Interpretive Trail) will transform the 70 concrete benches along the Galveston’s Historic Seawall. Artist Boat received a permit from Galveston County to tile the benches with educational mosaics depicting our Coastal Heritage. To date, 29 benches have been completed.

Proposals need to be postmarked for review by May 23rd. Applicants are encouraged to see the 29 completed benches along seawall and photos can be viewed on the Artist Boat website.
